Bilateral Agreements between Ireland and the UK
Institute of Engineers of Ireland

The Institution of Engineers of Ireland is a signatory to a range of International Agreements in relation to Mutual Recognition of Accredited Engineering Degree, Diploma and Certificate Programmes and Bilateral Recognition of Registered professional Titles such as CEng.

Mutual Recognition of Accredited Engineering Degree Programmes
The IEI is a signatory to the Washington Accord under which engineering degree programmes accredited by the Institution as satisfying the educational standard for Ordinary Membership and the title of Chartered Engineer, are accepted for membership purposes, by the Accord signatories on the same basis as their own accredited engineering degree programmes.
The Engineering Council of the United Kingdom (EC) is a signatory to the Washington Accord, thus engineering degrees awarded in the UK and those awarded in Ireland are accepted for membership by the Institute of Engineers of Ireland and by the Engineering Council in the UK.
Mutual Recognition of Engineering and Technology Diploma/Degree Programmes
The Sydney Accord (2001)
The IEI is a signatory to the Sydney Accord under which approved Engineering Technology Programmes (e.g. National Diploma in Engineering, BEng Tech degree, BTech degree) are accepted for membership purposes by the Accord signatories on the same basis as their own accredited Engineering Technology Degree and Diploma Programmes.
The Engineering Council of the United Kingdom (EC) is a signatory to the Sydney Accord, thus approved engineering technology degrees and diplomas awarded in the UK and those awarded in Ireland are accepted for membership by the Institute of Engineers of Ireland and by the Engineering Council in the UK.
The Dublin Accord (2002)
The Institute of Engineers of Ireland is a signatory to the Dublin Accord, thus approved engineering technician qualifications are recognised by the IEI and by the Engineering Council in the UK. In Ireland these qualifications are the National Technician or Higher Certificate in Engineering.

Chartered Engineer
Bilateral agreements in relation to the mutual recognition of the registered title, Chartered Engineer, have been signed by the Institution and the following UK professional bodies:
· The Institution of Civil Engineers

· The Institution of Electrical Engineers

· The Institution of Mechanical Engineers

· The Chartered Institution of Building Services Engineers

· The Institution of Structural Engineers*

*Candidates are required to take the Institute Examination
Chartered Engineers of the IEI will be considered for the award of the title Chartered Engineer or equivalent by the above institutions without being required to undertake a Professional Review. The IEI will reciprocally offer the same facility to Chartered Engineers or equivalent from these institutions. Certain conditions may apply to these bilateral agreements. 

Bilateral Agreements – Associate Engineer
Bilateral agreements in relation to the mutual recognition of the registered title, Associate Engineer, have been signed by the Institution and the following professional bodies
· The Institution of Electrical Engineers

· The Institution of Structural Engineers

· The Institution of Incorporated Engineers
Associate Engineers of the IEI will be considered for the award of the title Incorporated Engineer or equivalent by the above institutions without being required to undertake a Professional Review. The IEI will reciprocally offer the same facility to Incorporated Engineers or equivalent from these institutions. Certain conditions may apply to these bilateral agreements.

Bilateral Agreements – Engineering Technician
A Bilateral agreement in relation to the mutual recognition of the registered title, Engineering Technician, has been signed by the IEI and the Institution of Incorporated Engineers.
Engineering Technicians of the IEI will be considered for the award of the title Engineering Technician or equivalent by the above institution without being required to undertake a Professional Review. The IEI will reciprocally offer the same facility to Engineering Technicians or equivalent from this institution. 
Institute of Taxation in Ireland

A bilateral agreement exists between the UK body, the Chartered Institute of Taxation and the Irish Taxation Institute whereby members of The Chartered Institute of Taxation may apply for mutual recognition by the Irish Taxation Institute, and Associates or Fellows of the Irish Taxation Institute who satisfy similar conditions for the Chartered Institute of Taxation may apply for mutual recognition to the Chartered Institute of Taxation on the following basis:
· The individual is an Associate or Fellow in good standing in the relevant Institute, who has three years’ practical tax experience in either Irish or UK taxation of which one year must have been served respectively in the Republic of Ireland or within the UK within the five years preceding their application. Such experience must be satisfactory to the Irish Taxation Institute or to the Chartered Institute of Taxation.
· Mutual recognition conditions require a written paper to be taken and passed in the form of Taxation Management & Ethics.
· Individuals holding membership of both Institutes will be subject to the ethical rules and code of conduct and disciplinary procedures of both Institutes. Where disciplinary sanctions are taken against a member, details of the nature of the disciplinary offence will be notified to the other Institute, to the extent that this is permitted under prevailing law.

Law Society of Ireland

The Qualified Lawyers Transfer Test (QLTT) is a conversion Test which enables lawyers qualified in certain countries outside the Republic of Ireland to qualify as solicitors in this jurisdiction.  
Before entering for the QLTT examination, a Certificate of Eligibility must be obtained from the Society’s Education Committee.  Lawyers eligible to apply to sit the QLTT must be qualified in, amongst other jurisdictions, England and Wales. Unless the Society otherwise determines, solicitors whose first place of qualification is England and Wales or Northern Ireland, they are not obliged to pass any subject in the Qualified Lawyers Transfer Test.  

(All other lawyers not qualified in the European Union or subject to a reciprocal agreement are required to undergo the entire training process).
Certificate of Admission 

Lawyers who qualified in the following jurisdictions may apply, by means of a Certificate of Admission, to go on the Roll of Solicitors in the Republic of Ireland: 
· A person whose first place of qualification as a solicitor is England and Wales.

· A person whose first place of qualification as a solicitor is Northern Ireland.

· A person whose subsequent place of qualification as a solicitor is England and Wales and has three years post qualification experience in England and Wales.

· A person whose subsequent place of qualification as a solicitor is Northern Ireland and has three years post qualification experience in Northern Ireland.

· If formerly called to the bar, three years post qualification experience in England and Wales is required to avail of the direct reciprocity ruling.
· If formerly called to the bar, three years post qualification experience in Northern Ireland is required to avail of the direct reciprocity ruling.
Certificate of Eligibility 

Qualified lawyers from, amongst others, the following jurisdictions may apply to obtain a Certificate of Eligibility to take the Qualified Lawyers Transfer Test as follows:
· A person whose second or subsequent place of qualification as a solicitor is England and Wales. (less than three years post-qualification experience in England and Wales) 
· A person whose second or subsequent place of qualification as a solicitor is Northern Ireland. (less than three years post-qualification experience in Northern Ireland) 
· A person (formerly a barrister) whose first place of qualification as a solicitor is England and Wales. (less than three years post-qualification as a solicitor experience in England and Wales)  
· A person (formerly a barrister) whose first place of qualification as a solicitor is Northern Ireland. (less than three years post-qualification as a solicitor experience in Northern Ireland) 
A person who has been admitted to the Bar of England and Wales.

· A person who has been admitted to the Bar of Northern Ireland.

· A person who has been admitted as a lawyer in an EU member state (including Scotland). 
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
